The Army is turning to “digital-twin” 
technology to resolve challenges and 
boost efficiencies for its enduring fleet 
of Black Hawk helicopters.

As a first step in this endeavor, an 
operational Black Hawk helicopter and 
a separate fuselage began an 800-mile 
journey May 19 from Corpus Christi 
Army Depot, Texas, to Wichita, Kansas.

Through a partnership between 

AMCOM, the Strategic Capabilities 
Office within the Office of the 
Secretary of Defense, and Wichita State 
University researchers at the National 
Institute of Aviation Research (NIAR) 
will create a virtual model of a UH-60L 
Black Hawk helicopter. Researchers 
will completely disassemble one of 
the airframes from Corpus Christi 
and capture a 3-D...

Amid the COVID-19 
pandemic, the Corpus 
Christi Army Depot 
(CCAD) conducted its first-
ever change of command 
ceremony using a social 
media platform on May 29.

Col. Gail Atkins 
relinquished command to 
Col. Joseph Parker after 22 
months serving as CCAD 
commander.

Foregoing the traditional ceremony with respect to today’s social distancing 
guidelines and to protect the health and well-being of the entire workforce, the 
ceremony was held with the participants, family members and support staff 
in the Joseph P. Cribbins Conference Room. The event was hosted, via video 
conferencing, by Maj.

John Farhat, aircraft electrical mechanic III with Amentum, at the Corpus Christi Army 
Depot, Texas, installs arc 220 wiring for the UH-60L communications system inside 
the aircraft tail section. This is the first aircraft (8BZ32) to be painted using 100% class 
N (non-chromate) primers on the interior and exterior.

A Black Hawk helicopter going through a 
recapitalization process at Corpus Christi Army Depot 
is the Army’s first aircraft to receive an undercoat unlike 
others in the aviation fleet.

The AMCOM used a “Class N” primer – free of a 
harmful substance called hexavalent chromium – to 
cover parts of the disassembled helicopter – showcasing 
a deliberate approach toward safer environments at 
depots, aircraft hangars and field environments where 
Soldiers and civilians perform maintenance.

To protect from corrosion and improve adhesion, 
paints and primers on military aircraft and vehicles often 
contain heavy metals, including hexavalent chromium, a 
toxin that requires employees to wear extensive personal 
protective equipment and other mitigation measures to 
safely apply and remove.

AMCOM Legal Office 
provides OGE 450 filer 
training guidance 

All Army personnel who are 
required to file a Confidential Financial 
Disclosure Report (OGE 450) must 
receive annual ethics training each 
calendar year. This training focuses 
on government ethics laws and federal 
regulations, including the following 
subjects: financial conflicts of interest, 
impartiality, misuse of position and 
gifts.

If you are an OGE 450 filer, you 
must complete this training, even if you 
have already completed Department of 
Defense-directed (Under Secretary of 
Defense for Acquisition, Technology, 
and Logistics) annual ethics training for 
acquisition workforce personnel, and/
or contracting officer’s representative 
or contracting officer’s technical 
representative ethics training.
